REDXA President’s Report
It'sField Day Time Again!

No matter what your major interest in Amateur Radio is, the one activity
that seemsto bind most of ustogether isthe annual ARRL Field Day event.
Every year since 1933 (except during the WWII years) hams from across
the country have been getting together under smulated emergency conditions
to sharpen their communications and organizational skills, test equipment
and antennas and share good times with fellow hams.

For many of us, Field Day was our first real introduction to the world of
Amateur Radio. For me, the year was 1963 in that seemingly endless
period when new hams had to wait between passing the Novice test, and
actually getting the license in the mail. Sincel didn’t have my ticket yet,
| couldn’t operatein Field Day, but | could act in two other useful support
positions: asa‘logger’ or a“‘duper’, and for the less busy stations, both
at once. Our club, the Penn Wireless Assn., operated W3SK as 5A Class
in therolling hills of Bucks County in southeastern Pennsylvania. By
today’ s standards, 5A is apretty ambitious undertaking for a club, but back
then, especially in those pre-computer days when as many as three people



were needed to make one station work, the op, the
duper and the logger, we had to field a small army of
people to make a competitive run.

For those of you too young to remember, the ‘ duper’
kept arunning list of stations contacted, usually on a
large sheet of cardboard divided into 26 al phabetical
columns that corresponded to the first |etter after the
district number in the call worked. On the busier
stations, each column was sub-divided into the 10
districts and the call was recorded in a place where it
could be quickly referenced. During operations, there
was a constant stream of chatter between the op and
duper about if a particular call needed to be worked,
meanwhile, the logger dutifully logged the call, time,
class and section.

Since | was one of the ‘newbies' | got assigned
duping/logging duties in the wee hours of Sunday
morning on the 6 meter AM station, not by any means
the busiest area of the Field Day site. | can still
remember trying to stay awake, consuming warm soda
and cold hot dogs as the first rays of the morning sun
became visible.

An amazing array of equipment madeit to Field Day
that year, from companies like Hallicrafters, Drake,
Johnson, and Heathkit (the 6-meter station featured a
Heathkit Shawneetransceiver). We even had avintage
Central Electronics CE-10B SSB exciter and a 2-meter
Gonset Communicator that | don’t think made asingle
QSO the entire weekend! Power was supplied by a
finicky WWI1 surplus trailer-mounted generator that
worked—well, most of the time.

All of our hard work paid off, and when the operating
stopped, our club president, Bill Prensky, W3HMM
(SK) proudly hung a piece of paper on atree at the
site with our QSO total in big red crayon numbers:
“715".

| still think back on that beautiful weekend, and on
themore than thirty Field Day events| have participated
in since and marvel at the things that have changed,
and even more importantly, at the things that have
not. The purpose of Field Day is still the same: to
stay proficient in the operating practices we may be
caledontouse“whendl esefails’. Thecamaraderie,
the learning experience for both novicesand *old pros
alike, the sharing of new ideas about how to do even
better next year and a chance to spend a weekend
away from the normal routine while sharing our great
pursuit of ham radio—those are the things that have
never changed, and | pray never will.

The things that have changed though are pretty cool,
you have to admit! Gone are the J-38 keys, vacuum
tube radios, ‘dide-rule’ dials made of pulleys and

string, the drifting, the chirping and the uncomfortable
WWII hard-plastic *head vice' headphones. Gone too

are the human loggers and the dupers, replaced by
dick, fast, user-friendly computer interfaces that took
their place, that allow usto work stations twice as fast
while letting us see real-time scores, and even sending
our CW messages with the touch of an “F’ key. The
new skill-set isless about understanding how a 600
VDC power supply works and more about serial-port
interfaces, TCP/IP wireless networking and web-appl et
log submission. One of the things that won't change
is the need for resourcefulness—the “Field Day Fix”
will remain an enduring piece of our ham radio legacy.

Onward to Field Day 2010!

At our June meeting, we'll discuss plans and strategies
and do our best to inspire as many of you as possible
to join us and the members of the Marin Amateur
Radio Society at th%/l arin Rod and Gun Club the
weekend of June 26™". Chuck, N6OJwill give usa
demonstration of the NIMM logging program that
we will be using for the first time this year and we'll
also view the video of last year’s event, produced by
Alan, K6SRZ.
